e Submission of a maximum 3-pages technical paper for the IGS UK Chapter Contest 2015 by
30* May 2015 following the Guidelines of the contest.

e Submission of a maximum 300 words document explaining how they feel their attendance at
the EuroGeo6 conference will benefit their personal development and the geosynthetics
industry.

e The nominee will submit an abstract of the technical paper for EuroGeo6 by 30*" October 2015
following the Guidelines of EuroGeo6 www.eurogeob.org

e The nominee will submit the final paper for EuroGeo6 by 31 March 2016 following the
Guidelines of EuroGeo6 www.eurogeo6.org

single space and justified.

e Follow the paper preparation guidelines provided in the paper template.

legibility of the paper.

e The deadline for submission of the technical paper is 30" May 2015.
